Literacy Activities

Have students say each word that starts with “D” (Dino,
dinosaur, dentist, desert, dollar, domino) while clapping
their hands for each syllable; or stomping their feet; or
moving their hips side to side.

Ask students for other words that start with "D".

Say two words and have the students repeat them, one
that starts with "D" and another one that does not, and
then have students identify the word that starts with "D".

Recite the song and omit the words that start with “D” and
have students say the missing words. Repeat and have
students sign (ASL) the missing words.

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Implementation guide for “Sing and Sign” / “Cantar y hacer Sehas”

* Introduce the letter of the week, letter ASL sign, and sound of the letter.

* With teacher guidance, students provide five names and words that start with
that letter sound. Write the words on a chart tablet so students can see that what is
said (spoken) can be written and what is written can be read. Go over the words
and letters of each word

* Introduce the flash cards and have students repeat each word three times
while signing the letter. Add various tones/expression when repeating the words to
promote punctuation (!), (.) (?). Have students say each word in syllables while
clapping their hands or patting their laps. Teacher says and clap each word in
syllables and students say and clap the last syllable to complete the word.

Teacher: Di-no

Additional flashcard activities:

- Go over the letters in each word

- Find words within the word

- Compare the similarities of the English and Spanish words

- Say two words, one that starts with the letter "D" sound and
the other one that does not and have students identify the word
the starts with "D"

* Introduce the song /story illustration and with teacher's guidance students
dictate a four sentence story based on the illustration

- Ask students questions that prompt inference based on visual clues

- Ask students questions from the back of the illustration story / song card

* Introduce the song card and recite the actual story/song and have students
echo each phrase/sentence. Focus on expressive language when reciting.

* Recite the story/song again while students sign the alliteration letter and
echo the teacher.

* Use the stick-puppets to teach students the ASL (American Sign Language)
sign for each of the alliteration words. The ASL signs can be viewed on the
following link: https://youtube.com/user/DrMikeEarlylLearning/videos

* Recite the song and have students’ echo the phrase/sentence while
integrating the ASL sign

* Play song recording and have students sing along while integrating the ASL
sign. When the letter words are sung in the middle of the song the students sign the
letter while repeating the word and on the second time the students sign the word
while repeating the word.

Create stick-puppets from the images

Instructions: Teacher assigns each of the stick-puppets to a student

* Receptive Language : teacher recites story/song and when the word to

each of the images is recited the student holds up the stick-puppet for

that word while the rest of the class signs the word

» Expressive Language : each student takes a turn reciting their

assigned phrase/sentence of the story/song and the rest of the class

echoes the student’s phrase or sentence while integrating the sign

(see example below)



- Example: student holds up stick-puppet of the dinosaur and recites,
“Dino the dinosaur”, and the rest of the class echoes the student’s phrase
while signing the correct ASL sign for dinosaur. The next student holds

up the stick-puppet of the dentist and recites, “is a dentist.”, and the

class echoes the student’s phrase while signing dentist...and so fourth.

* Go over family engagement activities (see instructions below). The
two sheets can be copied into one double-sided sheet for a total of five

activities.

List of activities: 1) trace and write uppercase and lowercase letter; 2)
color the drawing; 3) share and recite story/song; 4) cut-out the eight
images and play the matching game, once the matching pair is selected
the player must say the word in both languages; then say the word while
clapping out the syllables; and lastly, they must sign (ASL) the word; 5)
from the eight cut-out pieces they can now complete the puzzle of the

full image which they colored.
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
